In this class, we will explore the issues
of race, gender, class, religion, politics, sexuality, etc, that have shaped our culture and society. We will
look at how history has created what these terms mean for our lives and reshape what they mean for a
member of the United States in the 21st century.

The second half of United States history begins with the industrialization, urbanization, and the
accompanying problems are examined, along with America’s emergence as a world power, the two world
wars of the 20th century, and the Cold War. Students explore the expansion of the federal government, the
threat of terrorism, and the place of the United States in an increasingly globalized and interconnected
world.

You will learn the major themes, events, and developments that shaped the foundations of the United
States while progressing the skills to pass the United States History New York State Regents Examination.

11.5 INDUSTRIALIZATION AND URBANIZATION (1870 — 1920): The United States was transformed from an agrarian to
an increasingly industrial and urbanized society. Although this transformation created new economic opportunities, it also
created societal problems that were addressed by a variety of reform efforts.

11.6 THE RISE OF AMERICAN POWER (1890 — 1920): Numerous factors contributed to the rise of the United States as a
world power. Debates over the United States’ role in world affairs increased in response to overseas expansion and
involvement in World War |. United States participation in the war had important effects on American society.

11.7 PROSPERITY AND DEPRESSION (1920 — 1939): The 1920s and 1930s were a time of cultural and economic
changes in the nation. During this period, the nation faced significant domestic challenges, including the Great Depression.

11.8. WORLD WAR 11 (1935 — 1945): The participation of the United States in World War Il was a transformative event for
the nation and its role in the world.

11.9 COLD WAR (1945 — 1990): In the period following World War II, the United States entered into an extended era of
international conflict called the Cold War which influenced foreign and domestic policy for more than 40 years.
