There	will	also	be	some	smaller,	step	by	step	instructional	exercises	
that	we	will	execute	along	the	way	in	order	to	sharpen	particular	
skills.	 

You	will	be	responsible	for	completing	works	in	at	least	3	different	
types	of	media	(materials),	along	with	artist	statements	in	writing,	
describing	your	work.	 

The	main	projects	are	categorized	as	follows:	 

1.	Sculpture.	 

2.	Mixed	Media.		

3.	Integrated	Sculpture	(combining	2D	work)	

3.	Writings. 

Class	writings	will	be	assigned	after	every	project.	



The	writings,	while	self-reflective,	will	also	target	art	
vocabulary	learned	in	class.
